Abstract of the paper should have approximately ten lines and must be written in world language.

BEGINNING OF THE PAPER:

 Formal Instruction for Preparing of the Paper:


The paper should be written in Slovak, Czech, English, German, French or Russian language.


Each sheet of the paper should be printed in high quality, if it is possible use Laser Printer or good electric typewriter employing a fresh black ribbon.


The text of the paper should be printed one-sided on maximum six sheets of white copy paper (format A4 - 210 x 297 mmSYMBOL 41 \f "Arial CE" with normal character spacing, with one-and-half line spacing (which equal 37 lines on one page, preferred font Times New Roman, ARIAL font size 11SYMBOL 41 \f "Arial CE" and justified. The text, pictures, graphs and other sections of the paper should be placed in area ( 160 x 247 mmSYMBOL 41 \f "Arial CE" marked by frame (do not print the frameSYMBOL 41 \f "Arial CE". If it is necessary, the beginning of the paragraph should be intended about 0.75 cm from left margin.

	


SYMBOL 42 \f "Arial CE" under the line at the end of the first page should be typed complete name, surname, honour titles, office of the author(sSYMBOL 41 \f "Arial CE" and the name of organisation.

 
The paper must be error-free. Do not page the sheets, page numbers should be written on the back side of the sheet in right lower corner by lead pencil.


No lines should be left blank between paragraphs.


HEADINGS of the chapters should be written in capitals with blank line preceding and following them.


Subheadings within chapters should be written in italic type with blank line preceding and following them. The chapters and subchapters should be numbered in decimal system e.g. 1.1.


The formulas should be intended from left margin and the height of the characters should be identical to that of the letters in the text. The formulas should be numbered in parentheses with blank line preceding and following them, e.g.:
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Figures, graphs and tables should be numbered consecutively throughout the text with number and caption set in the middle of the text body below figures and graphs, e.g.:

In case of the tables, caption should be set in the middle of the text body over the table, table number is set intended behind its caption in the same line. Blank line preceding and following figure, graph or table. 


Do not use photographs if it is not inevitable, if they must be used then only black and white in high quality.


Literature references should be numbered in square brackets, e.g.: SYMBOL 91 \f "Arial CE"15SYMBOL 93 \f "Arial CE". The recommended form of the list of references is as follows:
